Go to any Post Office and get a flat rate 2 cubic foot (priority mail) box.
Address it to APO-AE 09355 (the USO in Afghanistan).

Fill the box with some of the items on the attached list.

Feel free to include a thank you card or brief letter of support.

Mail the sealed box at the nearest Post Office. You will be asked to fill out
a one-page customs form and pay $12.50.

Note: The Post Office will not process the box without a return address - it can
be either a personal return address or one for an organization. If you do not
want to use the district or school location for the return address, you can use
the Department of Education’s address for this purpose. The package is always
in the custody of the U.S. Post Office or the U.S. military.
