Assessment Revision Process and Procedures

Procedures

Body of Evidence (BOE) Core Area Committee will review and
approve all assessment revision/change requests. The committee will
be comprised of content area representatives from the middle and
high schools, building administration, community and parent
representatives, and the district curriculum director.

Assessment Revision Process

1. Rationale and Request for Assessment Revision:

Teacher(s) completes the District Assessment Revision Request Form.
(Timeline - June)

2. Process for Development of Assessment or Replacement Items:

Teacher(s) must include the completion of an assessment blueprint and provide
assurances of two-way alignment between the assessment and the standards of
the identified indicator course. Horizontal and vertical alignments must also be

completed with any revisions to scope and sequence or course objectives :
submitted (alignment assurances). The assessment must also include instructions

for administration and planned date for piloting (comparability assurances). A
copy of the assessment, rubric, and blueprint must be included and presented to

the Body of Evidence Core Area Committee.
(Timeline — August)

3. Body of Evidence (BOE) Core Area Comnittee Pilot Approval:

The submitted information will presented to the Body of Evidence Core Area

Committee.
(Timeline —September)

4. Bias Review:

Upon approval of the pilot review, the assessment and piloting data will be
presented to a bias committee consisting of patrons or staff from differing ethnic
backgrounds, parents of special needs students, and both genders.

(Timeline — September)

5. Pilot Review:
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The Body of Evidence Core Area Committee for consideration of full
implementation or further revisions will review results of the pilot.

(Timeline — April)

6. Process for Standard-Setting:

Includes the methods used to set cut scores. A date must be set for the
completion of the standard-setting process and assurance of the staff and parent
participation given.

(Timeline — May)

7. Implementation:

The approved assessment will be implemented as instructed, the planned
procedure for standard setting completed and anchor papers set. Change will
then be made to the assessment maps, assessment matrix, and graduation check

form.
