Idea/Voice Activity

Book Title:  Sweet Dream Pie

Author:  Audrey Wood 

Genre:  Picture Book

Summary:  What happens on Willobee Street the day Ma Brindle bakes a sweet dream pie? Nothing much until the neighbors eat their fill and then fall asleep that night. 

Grade Level: Primary/Intermediate

Time Required:  20 minutes 

Materials/Preparation Needed:  Book, journals or chart paper for listing vivid verbs, materials for illustrations

What to do:

1. Read aloud the book.

2. Give students an example of a vivid verb from the book and ask them to listen for others as you read the piece again. Using vivid verbs adds voice to writing. Collect great verbs on chart paper or on the “ear candy” page of student journals. 

3. Have students write and illustrate one of their sweetest dreams (or scariest, they choose). After they finish their draft, have them go back and substitute a vivid verb in place of a more pedestrian one.
