Very complex: The passage contains multiple
storylines (the girl playing baseball/the
grandmother telling her story) and shifts in
time after the first paragraph. Multiple
characters are involved and multiple
viewpoints are detected in the text.

Very complex: Contains sentences of varying
lengths. Some vocabulary is above level which
will lend itself to testing the student's ability to
use context clues. The language overall allows
for more complex meaning throughout the
passage.
